SemesterBased Classes

Multiple Classes at SameTime

Classes start at the same time

Usually want to Check-In 

Classes restartat the same time

Classes endat the same time

Usually in groups of 5 or more



SemesterBased Classes

Multiple Class StartTimes

Class group may start at different times

Start times may change each cycle

Class group may start on different days

Single class group is enough 



SemesterBased Classes

Need Semester Understanding

Need class assignmentby semester

Childcare registration follows semester

Registration is typical; not required

Need class attendanceby semester

ÁActivity = Single Class/Event

ÁTime of Class/Event = Schedule

Áw[/ǎ ŘƻƴΩǘ ŎƘŀƴƎŜ ƻǾŜǊ ǘƛƳŜ

ÁGreat for 1 Event with many subgroups

ÁNot so great for many simultaneous

ςName changes alter the meaning

ςClass continuity desired over time

2. Need Schedules that Apply to all RLCs
