It displays the
past 4 months and 2 future months of attendance, visually by ministry. Simply
hold your mouse over any of the red and blue dots to the left of the Today
marker to see attendance details.
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The Involvement widget in the household record displays the past 4 months and
2 future months of attendance, visually by ministry per individual household
member. Simply hold your mouse over any of the red and blue dots to the left of
the Today marker to see attendance details.

The attendance link at the bottom of the Involvement widget in the individual
record displays complete detailed attendance records that can be filtered to
show the attendance type by ministry and activity.

Attendance reports—many attendance reports are available in different formats
in the Report Library. They are contained in the Ministry and Participation report
group folders.

Assignments and Attendance combine to help you understand an Individual’s
involvement. Each Assignment and/or Attendance item represents a connection point
between themselves and your church. You will quickly be able to determine how a
person is progressing along your Assimilation Track. Now you can know just how
effective your ministry efforts are as you track along with a person’s involvement in the
life of your church.

GIVING

Are your people giving, sharing, managing, and investing their God-given resources? By

tracking giving patterns, you will be able to assess the complete picture. There’s nothing
quite like the act of giving that exemplifies what a disciple or full-time follower of Christ
really is. This act which becomes a lifestyle is evidenced through consistent giving which
we know as Tithing.

Tithing, like Volunteer Service, indicates commitment to not just the church, but also
the church’s Vision and Mission. You may use the many available reports within
Fellowship One to quickly identify 1° Time Givers, Consistent Givers, and many more.

First Time Giver

The first time that a person gives to your church should be a great indicator of their
willingness to go further and grow deeper with your church. As previously noted, Giving,
is an essential part of your assimilation track. Do not overlook those Individuals or
Households that appear on your First Time Giver reports. First Time Giving is an open-
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invitation to identify ways in which the church may better minister to the person
contributing his or her gift.

Consistent Givers

Consistent Giving indicates that the Individual or Household is being ministered to.
These people are benefitting from your church’s ministry in some perceived way and
they are indicating through regular giving. Consistent Givers are recognizing the Vision
and Mission of your church. They are communicating their desire to not only support
the church, but also to be an active member of the church body.

Recommended Reports:

e G1150 - First or Second Time Giving Report: This report provides a listing of
households or organizations who have given for the first (or second) time during
a specified date range.

e (G3100 - Consistent Monthly Givers: This report lists households that have given
at least once per month in the specified date range, and also have given over the
minimum amount each month. You can look at giving within a particular fund, or
select all funds if you prefer.
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
